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Tips for adults: 

• The main role of the adult is to LISTEN and 
recognise that children are experts about their 

own lives. 

• If possible, work with the children in small 
groups to start a conversation about their local 
community. Use this worksheet to collate ideas. 

• You can either write/draw the suggestions on 
the page, or ask the children to do that 

themselves. 

• Older children may prefer to do this 
individually.
